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Dear Parents,

All sixth grade students are required to have two new immunizations prior to the start of the sixth grade school year.  The following are the school immunization requirements of the New Jersey State Department of Health for all children in schools.  If your child’s immunizations are incomplete, please make an appointment with the Pediatrician and forward us a copy before September 2011 school year.  If your child turns 11 after September 1, 2011, students must show documentation that they received the vaccines within two weeks of their 11th birthday.
 All children entering Sixth grade are required to have the following: 

One dose of meningiococcal conjugate vaccine (Menactra) 

One dose of Tdap (Adacel)

We would appreciate it if you would give us a copy of your child’s immunization record. Failure to do so may result in your child being excluded from school.  Please send a copy of your child’s immunization or doctor’s note to your child’s school nurse.
