Grade 6 Essential Musical Concepts
· Music – organized combination of sound and silence created by humans

· Pitch – the frequency of a sound perceived by the human ear, a consistent frequency of vibration
· Note – written symbol representing a pitch, it shows both the pitch

· name and duration
· Treble Clef – the symbol used to assign pitch names to the lines/spaces of the upper staff; the treble and bass clef combined are the Grand Staff
· Staff – the five line/ four space symbol that pitch symbols are 
· placed on
· Melody – a series of pitches, not played simultaneously
· Scale – a series of pitches organized in a specific pattern of intervals
· Rhythm – the value (in time) that a particular note or series of notes lasts
· Beat – the pulse of sound and/or music
· Pulse – the frequency of a repeated pattern in a piece of music, felt and/or heard as a rhythmic pattern
· Tempo – the fundamental speed of the music
· Dynamics – the loudness level(s) in a piece of music
· Chord – 2 or more pitches played at the same time
· Form – the organized structure of a piece of music
· Mood – the perceived and/or intended emotional impact of a musical work
· Style/Genre – the style traits that define a piece of music as belonging to a particular formalized style or era
