Notes on the flag: 


The stars represent the states, the stripes the 13 original colonies


The symbolism of the colors is as follows:



RED: 
stands for hardiness, courage, sacrifice, and strength



WHITE:
represents liberty and purity



BLUE:
loyalty, perseverance, and justice 


The flag should never be allowed to touch the ground


Old or worn flags are destroyed, usually by burning, in a dignified ceremony


Flags are flown at half staff (half-pole) to signify the death of important people


Flags flown at night should be illuminated by a light
